At the same time, this device is capable of Internet gateway and can access data stream, such as Email or
Internet information. It is also applicable for small-size enterprises and | P telephone bars.

Small-size enterprises
can use the 10/100Mbps LAN interface to connect local PC with uplink connected to DSL Modem or Cable
Modem. They can also use category-5 cables to connect the | SP switch (as shownin Fig. 1). FXScan be
connected to two ordinary anal og telephone sets to provide conversation based on IP network.

The IAD user gateway also is the ideal access equipment for small and medium scale of tel ephone bars (as
shown in Fig.2). The FXS port can be connected to two ordinary telephone sets. The uplink can be
connected to the ITSP (Internet Telephony Service Provider) network through an Ethernet interface
connected to the small switch or router.

Below describes how to enter the WEB interface configuration parameter (refer to Chapter 9 WEB
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configuration interface description) through LAN interface (refer to Section 8.1) or WAN interface (refer to
8.2).

Each IAD will be allocated
with aninitial Lan IP address before delivery, assumed to be 192.168.0.1.
